About the Visit
IES Overseas Chapters Committee is organizing a captivating and memorable technical visit to Guangzhou, Yichang (Three Gorges Dam) and Xian.

	Upon arrival in Guangzhou, our IES Delegates will make a courtesy visit to our counter-part, Guangdong-China Association for Science and Technology (CAST). 

Next, we will visit the on-going 110th Session of China Import and Export Fair, better known as Canton Fair, held biannually in Guangzhou every spring and autumn since 1957. It will be held from 15 Oct to 4 Nov 2011 at the China Import and Export Fair Complex. It is simply the largest business fair in China, with an exhibition space of 1,160,000 m2, 58,700 standard booths and 24, 415 exhibitors. It is simply mind-bloggering!
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	The following day, we will visit the Guangzhou Knowledge City (GKC), co-owned by Temasek Holdings unit Singbridge International and Guangzhou Knowledge City Investment and Development. It will be a sustainable city located on a 123 sq km site within Guangzhou.
The GKC will focus on eight areas: information technology; biotechnology and pharmaceuticals; energy and environmental technology; advanced manufacturing; research and development; creative industries; education and training; and health and wellness. What differentiates the Guangzhou Knowledge City from all the others before: It will be a Design City, a Smart City, a Learning City and an Eco-City, all rolled into one.
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	Next we will proceed for the technical visit the Three Gorges Dam – "Three Gorges Dam Project" is the short term for the water control project at the three gorges on Yangtze River. It is located in the middle section of Xiling Gorge (one of the three gorges on Yangtze River) near Sandouping Town in Yichang City, Hubei Province. Being the world's largest hydropower project, Three Gorges Dam Project has created many "Firsts" such as the most efficient dam in flood control, the most difficult construction work and the largest migration project in the world. Being a technical visit, we
